Purpose
The purpose of the Request For Proposal is to identify programs which best demonstrate the capacity to launch new and experimental early childhood health and nutrition programs based on latest industry research and best practices, particularly in an effort to address childhood obesity issues in our communities. These programs must assist members of the communities served by UWWC, Inc. (Bethel, Bridgewater, Brookfield, Danbury, Kent, New Fairfield, Newtown, New Milford, Redding, Ridgefield, Roxbury, Sherman, Stamford, Warren and Washington).

Mission
To improve lives by mobilizing the power of caring communities to create lasting change.

Application/Evaluation Process 

The 2010 Healthy Kids Innovation Award Request For Proposal (RFP) is a two-year grant, beginning on or about September 1, 2010.  Programs are funded by local dollars raised in the UWWC, Inc. regions of Northern Fairfield County, Stamford and Southern Litchfield County.  Any agency that serves members of these communities and meets the funding requirements of UWWC are eligible to apply. Agencies do not need to be currently funded through UWWC.   

If a program is approved for funding, the second year’s funding will be the same as Year One, contingent upon a mid-cycle review process which reviews outcomes performance, and continued compliance with UWWC policies and requirements.  In addition, any funded program which seeks recurring operating funding through the UWWC will receive priority consideration for funding in the next regular UWWC funding allocation cycle after conclusion of the grant.
An RFP must be completed for each program requesting funding. Proposals will be reviewed and evaluated by local volunteers. UWWC, Inc.’s Board of Directors will approve final funding decisions.   

Eligible Programs

This award is intended to fund new innovative or experimental programs based on best practices or industry research. These programs must be pilot programs, either not yet launched or operating 2 years or less in our communities. They must focus on early childhood health, particularly childhood nutrition. Up to one year of the two-year grant may be used for planning purposes, with the second year used for implementation.
Review Criteria 

Proposals will be evaluated based on information provided in four key areas:

· Program Description and Community Need

· Program Effectiveness based on industry research
· Uniqueness of program in our communities
· Organizational Capacity

Request for Proposal Instructions: 
Please read the entire RFP before completing the required documents. 
All components of the RFP are required. Respond to the Program Narrative Questions in no more than seven (7) pages. Follow all instructions. Do not attach any additional documents that are not requested in the RFP and do not put completed forms in a folder or binder, only staple or paper clip. Font should be a minimum of size 10 with one inch margins on all sides.
Before final distribution of the grant, the recipient agency will be required to submit appropriate documentation as needed, such as audit, Patriot Act confirmation, etc. If the grantee already receives funding through UWWC, this requirement will be deemed met.
Agencies with more than one program proposal must submit each RFP separately. Do not combine more than one program proposal together or it will be returned for separation. 

For each program funding request, complete and return the original and 5 copies of the complete RFP. Submit the complete RFP package to Elizabeth Goehring by May 14, 2010.
