Dear Executive Director:

The City of Danbury would like to extend to you the opportunity to take part again in the Danbury Social Service Grant Program, administered by the United Way of Western Connecticut. This program, now entering its second year, utilizes local residents and objective analysis to make decisions on the funding of agencies and their grant presentations. Twenty Danbury residents served as volunteers in this new program for the city last year. 

The community impact areas of Education, Health and Income will once again be targeted for funding. I urge your agency to demonstrate its mission and outcomes comprehensively and with clarity. The applicants that have stronger presentations and written grants will generally end up securing more funding. The fiscal realities of the last year will come into play this coming budget year.
